We are an independent Japanese Article One IB World School located in Tsukuba City, approximately 45
minutes from Tokyo by train. Established in 1979, we are regarded as one of Japan’s leading independent
schools and are particularly popular with Japanese families returning from abroad.

The school is coeducational with a current student body of around 1,640 students ranging in age from 12 to
18 (junior and senior high school under the Japanese education system). Most students are Japanese, but a
large percentage (nearly one in five and growing) of returnees and international students. The majority are

day students, but we also accommodate around 330 boarders in our dormitory.

Designated as a Super Science High School by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology, Meikei has superb facilities. These include five fully equipped science labs, extensive art, music
and Japanese calligraphy programmes, five gymnasiums for different sports (with two dojos), a rugby field,
a baseball pitch, an outdoor swimming pool and numerous other facilities spread over a large campus. The
school is closely affiliated with The University of Tsukuba as well as many local, internationally renowned
research institutes.

In 2016, Meikei received IB accreditation and became one of the first schools in Japan to teach the Dual
Language (English and Japanese) IB Diploma Programme. We are now teaching our seventh cohort of
students and are looking to expand our international programme. Applicants will be expected to assist with
curriculum development and the expansion of the IB programme in general. Additionally, we plan to establish



an international program offering Cambridge International Education Programme (Lower Secondary and
IGCSE) in select subjects that will eventually connect to the IBDP.
